Labor Day as a holiday began in 1882 

when the Central Labor Union of New York City decided to create òa day off for 

the working citizens.ó In 1894 Congress made Labor Day a federal holiday. All 

fifty states recognize Labor Day as a holiday. For many today, Labor Day marks 

the end of summer, the return to school, the end of the tourist season, or the be-

ginning of the football season. For us at Seaside Church, the time around Labor 

Day centers on the Country Fair, the beginnings of preparations for Charge Con-

ference, and numerous opportunities for learning and fellowship through small 

group studies.  

The psalmist reminds us to make the most of the time we are given: òSo 

teach us to number our days, that we may present to you a heart of wisdom.ó (Ps. 

90:12) What are you doing with your days? Do you spend your time wisely? Do you 

see your time as valuable? Are your endeavors worthwhile or perhaps trivial? Are 

you constantly engaged in learning and growing as a Christian person? Each of us 

is given the same amount of time every day. What we do with that is our choice, 

but once the moment is past, it is gone forever. It can never be recovered. So take 

care that while you are making choices regarding your time and energy, those de-

cisions reflect your values and your faith. May we all do those things that would 

be pleasing to God and bring those around us closer to Christ.

1. Christian Giving is in Response to Human Need                                                                             

The majority of our service to God is done through our service to others. Although there are times when 

we serve God directly during moments of pure devotion, there are far more examples in the New Testa-

ment of giving to meet human needs than any other kind of giving.  

2. Christian Giving is Responsible Giving                                                                                               

As giving Christians we are accountable for what we give, how we give, and what is done with what we 

give. It is our responsibility to know where our gifts go and how they are used to support the purposes 

for which they were intended when given.  

3. Christian Giving is Voluntary                                                                                                                 

If giving is not voluntary, it is not real giving. Paul made it clear while attempting to persuade the 

Christians to give that their gift must be a òwilling gift.ó Paul wrote: Each one must do as he made up 

his mind to do, not reluctantly or under compulsion .ó (2 Cor. 9:7) 

4. Christian Giving is Proportionate                                                                                                      

God has blessed us with life, energy, health, salvation, eternal life, and many other blessings. In thank-

fulness to Godõs abundant giving to us, we are to give according to own ability and desire. God accepts 

our gifts based on what we have to give. We should count our blessings and then determine our gift to 

God. 

5. Christian Giving is Cheerful Giving                                                                                                    

We give cheerfully to those we love. If we love God and His cause, we give cheerfully to Him through His 

church. Such giving is pleasing to God, For God loves a cheerful giver . (2 Cor. 9:7) 

6. Christian Giving is Systematic and Regular                                                                                    

Paul instructed the  Corinthians to: Give on the first day of every week ( 1 Cor. 16:2) Giving to God is too 

important to be left to chance and to a lack of planning. God wants us to plan to give and to give regu-

larly according to our plan. Spontaneous and occasional giving is only adequate when there is an unex-

pected emergency or an opportunity to help others.  

7. Christian Giving is Generous and Graciously                                                                                     

But this I say, He that soweth sparingly shall also reap sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall 

also reap bountifully . (2 Corinthians 9:6) God has been so generous to us, and we should never think 

that we can be as generous to Him. Giving to God is a spiritual barometer; it is one of the indicators of 

our spiritual commitment. It is difficult to be generous and/or gracious if we give only when there is 

something left over after all our other financial obligations are met.

During morning worship on Consecration Sun-
day, we are asking our attendees and members to make 
their financial commitments to our churchõs missionary, 
benevolent, and educational ministries in this commu-
nity and around the world.
