Remembering is something that is essential for Christians. We remember the
teachings of our faith. We remember specific psalms, prayers, and songs from scrip-
ture. We remember saints that we have known in person and by inspirational repu-
tation. We remember stories of thefaith Aespeci ally stories of Je
try. In remembering these things, we also remember who we are and to whom we
belong. The tradition of the church has offered us tools to assist us in our disciplined
remembering. Among those tools are the seasons of the church year and the lection-
ary.
The seasons of the church year are arranged in a cycle of remembering built
around the four seasons and arranged around the two key events in the life of
Christ A his birth and his resurrection. Christmas is a short season that lasts (you
guessed it!) 12 days, beginning on December 25 th. Preparatory to Christmas Day is a
season that includes the four Sundays preceding Christmas Day fi we call this sea-
son Advent. Advent is the traditional beginning of the church year. The celebration
of the resurrection is celebrated from Easter Day through to Pentecost i 50 days.
Like Christmas, Easter is preceded by a season of preparation fi which we know as
Lent. I n between these O0highdé seasons are ext
00rdinary Timed or the 0Seasons after Epipa
50th day of Easter Season).
The lectionary gives shape to celebrate the seasons of the church year by pro-
viding a scriptural framework for our readings each week. Ordinarily there are
three lessons and a Psalm assigned for each Sunday, as well as for special days that

Special Note may not fall on a Sunday (Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, Epiphany, Holy Week,
and All Saints Day, for example). The three lessons generally include one from the
e Pastords Message Old Testament, one from the New Testament,

vide us with a broad sampling of the Scriptures.
