Prayerful living can be upset by worry over what may happen in the fu-
ture. When we do this, we are wasting time that could be spent enjoying life
right now. Norman Vincent Peale writes, "If, over a long period of time, a person
habitually fears something, there is a tendency for that fear to become a reality.
For example if you fear that you're going to fail  -- you create a mental condition
that is propitious to failure."

A mother once spent hours worrying about her 21  -year-old son and what
the future would hold for him. He was in college and didn't know what career he
wanted. She said she worried as only a mother can worry. Then an unexpected
event caused more worry. Her son developed a liver disease that could only be
cured by a liver transplant. Fortunately his brother's liver was a positive match
and the operation was successful. As the three of them prayed a thankful prayer,
Dana says, "l suddenly felt free, as though the worries had become so heavy, |
had to let go of them. God would take them now."

We don't know what the future holds, but we do know that "Jesus Christ is
the same yesterday and today and forever" (Hebrews 13:8). When we trust in him,
we can fill our minds with positive thoughts that will attract health and well -
being. Life is much too short to waste time worrying about things that will
probably never happen. Jesus said, "Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for
tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its
own" (Matthew 6:34).
