For two years each day the water bearer car-
ried water this way, delivering only one and a half pots full of water to his house.

The perfect pot was proud of its accomplishments, as it was perfect in
holding water. The poor cracked pot was ashamed of its imperfection, and was
miserable that it was only able to accomplish half of what it had been made to do.

For two years | have

been able to pick beautiful flowers for my table. Without you being just the way you

It is these

cracks and flaws in our lives that make us so interesting, and our lives so

rewarding. God uses our imperfections and creates something beautiful from them.

Romans 8:28 reminds us, And we know that God causes all things to work together

for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose . Let

us all strive to look for the good in each person rather than the imperfections. In our

graciousness, we can appreciate one another for our uniqueness in Christ.
